The primary characteristic of a Shariah fund is its compliance with Shariah guidelines based on the principles of Islamic
finance. A Shariah fund is required to appoint a Shariah supervisory board which independently ensures that the fund
also meets such Shariah guidelines in the management of all of its assets. The Fund aims to increase the value of its
investments from Shariah-compliant securities over the medium to long term. The Fund pursues an actively managed
investment strategy and invests mainly in equity and equity-related securities issued by companies of any size located
in any country, including emerging markets, and certificates issued typically by a bank or a trust company that give
their holders the right to receive securities issued by a foreign or domestic company (Depositary Receipts).
